ACTS CHAPTER #“29”

The following events are conjectured to have taken place after the close of the book of Acts.

1.) Paul was released from Roman imprisonment around A.D. 63.

2.) Paul and his traveling companions went to Crete where Titus was left off (Titus1:5).

3.) From Crete they traveled to Miletus, where Paul left Trophimus sick (2 Tim 4:20).

4.) Paul either sent Timothy to Ephesus or took him there, and then returned to Miletus, before going on to Macedonia (1 Tim 1:3). This is assumed because Paul told Timothy later that he left Trophimus sick at Miletus (see #3 above).

5.) Paul then went to Troas (2 Tim 4:13).

6.) From Troas he went into Macedonia, where he wrote 1 Timothy (1 Tim 1:3).

7.) Turning south, he went to Corinth (2 Tim 4:20). He apparently wrote the letter to Titus from there before going to Nicopolis (Titus 3:12).

8.) Paul went to Nicopolis to spend the winter (Titus 3:12).

9.) Either at Nicopolis, or soon after, Paul was arrested and returned to Rome where he would undergo persecution from Nero (2 Tim 4:6-8). There he wrote 2 Timothy, requesting Timothy and Mark to come to him. Tychicus had been sent to replace Timothy at Ephesus (2 Tim 4:12) and Artemas evidently replaced Titus at Crete (Titus 3:12).

10.) Tradition states that Paul was beheaded by Nero, just before he himself died, in A.D. 68.
